Sun Fest results
The BTA had a booth at Sun Fest for the second year, again giving us good
exposure. Forty (40) people signed up with expressions of further interest
in tennis and the BTA. Several expressed interest in league play, doubles
and singles. Most frequent interest was in youth and beginner lessons or
practice. These interests will be followed up by your Board.
Many thanks to the 18 different BTA members for serving an hour or two in
the booth. We passed out tennis balls to children, offered free candy and gum.
We also provided a BTA brochure and pyers on a special discount program
for beginner junior and adult tennis lessons at the Hillcrest tennis shop under
Pat Ritchie. We estimate that there were more than 100 visitors to our booth,
taking 50 of 90 BTA brochures. This is a fairly cost effective activity, as total
operating cost was less than $50. The BTA also contributed $25 for materials
at Youth Fest.

Ted suggests fiWhat the women
need is someone who is a fairly
strong player among the local
womenés players so that the
stronger players respect her

play and will participate in any
competition she arranges, yet this
woman must be able to understand
the different levels of play among
the women and be concerned

that the weaker players get the
opportunity to play as often as they
would like...0, while not grossly
mismatching playing levels. The
model he uses for organizing
senior mens doubles play on an
almost daily basis may be used for
organizing womends play.

3. The questionnaire responses
showed that iBTA members
generally feel like their
contribution to the BTA is justiyed
just to help maintain the courts and
issue the membership directory,
but beyond this, the weaker women
players of Bartlesville arenft
getting the help they would like
from the BTA.0
